SCHOOL UNIFORM

AIMS
This policy aims to:
e Set out our approach to requiring a uniform that is of reasonable cost and offers best
value for money for parents and carers.
e Clarify expectations for school uniform.

Our school uniform is important to us. Our children look smart in their uniform, which reflects
the tone and ethos of our school. It is one way in which we identify ourselves as a school
community and it promotes a strong, cohesive identity, which supports high standards and
expectations in all areas of life. It also promotes harmony between different groups
represented in the school, and it enhances security when off site.

School uniform is part of our ethos and in coming to St Katherine’s, parents agree to support
our policy. Please remember to name all items of clothing.

At St Katherine's School & Nursery we believe that the uniform we require should
be affordable, in line with statutory guidance from the Department for Education on the cost
of school uniform.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
FOOTWEAR

It is school policy for all children to wear black shoes, no trainers, canvas, plastic or open

toed sandals.

HAIRSTYLES

Children’s hair should be neatly groomed. Long hair past shoulder length, on both boys and

girls, should be tied back to help prevent the spread of head lice. Extreme hairstyles are not
appropriate for school. Children may not have distinctive lines designs or words cut into
their hair or permanent or temporary coloured hair. The use of styling products should be
kept to a minimum. Hair colouring/ highlighting is not permitted.

HAIR ACCESSORIES

Hair bands, ribbons/bows or ’scrunchies’ should be plain black or navy (the school colours).
Hairbands should not be oversized or flamboyant.

JEWELLERY INCLUDING WATCHES

For health and safety reasons, we do not allow children to wear jewellery. The exception to this
is small stud earrings (plain gold or silver only) in pierced ears. All studs must be removed for
PE lessons to prevent them from causing injury. Staff are unable to help with the removal of
jewellery and they cannot be covered with tape.




Children may wear a small suitable watch to school from Year 2 onwards. Please note that smart
watches are not permitted. The school will be unable to take responsibility for any watches or
jewellery that is lost.

HATS, HEADSCARVES or HEADWARE

Head coverings inside the school building are not permitted unless it is due to religious reasons.
School hats for winter and summer should be as plain as possible and ideally in the school colour
of navy. School hats are available with the St Katherine’s logo from School Uniform — Pages

NAIL POLISH & MAKE-UP

For health and safety reasons, children’s nails should be cut to a short length. Children should
not wear nail varnish or false nails to school and make-up is not permitted.
