This is a summary of how St Katherine’s Primary School delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Through our vision for music at St Katherine’s, we aspire to create a vibrant and inclusive musical environment where every child can develop a lifelong love and appreciation for music. We aim to cultivate a generation of confident, creative, and culturally aware individuals who can use music as a means of personal expression, communication, and joy.
Access for all: We envision music education that is accessible to all students, regardless of their background, abilities, or interests. We believe that every child has the right to experience and engage with music in meaningful ways. We strive to provide a diverse range of musical opportunities that cater to different learning styles and preferences.
Progressive Curriculum: We aim to provide a comprehensive music curriculum that integrates various aspects of music, including singing, playing instruments, listening, composing, and music appreciation. Our curriculum which follows the model music curriculum encourages students to explore different musical genres, traditions, and cultures, fostering an appreciation for music from around the world. At St Katherine’s we use the Charanga scheme to support our bespoke teaching of which has been carefully planned by a music specialist. 
Dedicated time given to pupils is currently a minimum of 1 hour dedicated music time per week. This is approximately a 45-minute lesson and a 15-minute singing assembly. KS2 will be taught by a specialist music teacher and KS1 by class teachers. 
1. Active Engagement: We believe in active engagement with music. Our vision 
2. emphasises hands-on experiences, practical activities, and active participation. We 
3. encourage students to actively engage with music through singing, playing instruments, movement, and ensemble work. We aim to create a supportive and interactive 
4. environment where students can express themselves freely and confidently. Having our very own dedicated space in our music room helps to facilitate this.

6. Children also have access to extra-curricular musical clubs and access if they so wish to our Kent Music School teacher allowing children the opportunity to learn a woodwind or brass instrument. We have also facilitated a link with Kent Music and use a teacher to develop whole class teaching in one-year group of the Ukulele. 

Staff have access to the music hub and can make use of any CPD provided by them. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	7. Inclusive Ensemble Opportunities: We believe in the power of ensemble music-making. Our vision includes providing inclusive ensemble opportunities for example a choir, where students can develop teamwork, cooperation, and a sense of belonging. We strive to create an environment where students of all abilities and backgrounds can come together to create beautiful music collectively.

9. At St Katherine’s we offer the children the opportunity to take up lessons provided by Kent Music School. Here they have the option for individual, paired and small group  tuition on a range of brass and wind instruments. With this the children hire the musical instrument that they are learning and have the opportunity to take this home to further their skills.

We also provide the children the opportunity to sing in a choir across mixed age ranges. This is a non-auditioned choir which gives opportunity to all. This choir is ran by the Music lead. This is a non-charged activity which allows any child the opportunity to join. 

Every child in KS2 learns a range of Christmas carols. They learn these within class assemblies and then perform this together at the church. As well as this, KS1 children use their music skills to perform a nativity and our foundation stage and nursery also put on a musical experience to our parents. All children take part in these, but there are opportunities for solo and duet sections of songs. This is also true in regards to our KS2 production. These productions are not only performed to the school, but the wider community. 


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Community Engagement: We believe in the importance of community engagement in music. Our vision includes fostering partnerships with local musicians, artists, and cultural organisations to enhance students' musical experiences. We aim to provide opportunities for students to perform in community events, collaborate with professional musicians, and contribute to the cultural life of their communities
Singing is a major area of community engagement. Children take part in weekly singing assemblies and have opportunities to use the songs learnt at other events. Previous examples of this have been at our trust athletics tournament and our ‘Dance through the Decades’ event. This also allows the children a performance opportunity.
During the Christmas period, we use singing within our local community. The choir perform at the school gates to welcome parents and children to the premises. Our year R children visit a local care home and perform songs that they have learnt and our Year 4 children sing carols in our local town. Children also have the opportunity to become an audience member to a Christmas production performed by CRIBS.
We also foster links with other care homes in the local area by hosting a musical bingo experience. Here the choir have the opportunity to perform a range of different songs from different genres and time periods. 
The choir also has the opportunity to perform at the O2 arena as part of the ‘Young Voices’ concert. Not only do the children have the chance to perform to an audience they also get to experience a range of live performances from classical pieces to songs from a variety of genres performed in this large arena. 


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	In the future we will be looking to further our links with the local secondary schools. Here we would like to give our children the opportunity to watch performances on a wide range of instruments in both solo and ensemble pieces. 

We will continue to develop opportunities to promote multi-cultural access to musical experiences. In the past the children have experienced an African drumming session. These multi-cultural links will also be embedded within the school’s curriculum coverage. 
We will also continue to develop opportunities for children to participate in watching live music events, performing in front of a range of audiences and enhance our extra-curricular opportunities. 
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
